Egypt and become
acquainted with research conducted by Czech Egyptologists in Egypt
over the last fifty years. The National Museum — Naprstek Museum ex-
hibition presents an overview of the awakening of interest in ancient
Egyptian civilisation in the Czech lands, the beginnings of Egyptology
research here and the activities of the Czech Institute of Egyptology
(Faculty of Arts, Charles University in Prague) in Egypt, during the first
three decades of its existence. In addition to exhibits from the so-called
old collections, discoveries of Czech Egyptologists from Nubia and
Abusir, which are not presented elsewhere, can be viewed in this por-
tion of the exhibition. Especially noteworthy among them are the fu-
nerary equipment of Princess Khekeretnebty, a collection of items from
the mastaba of vizier Ptahshepses as well as from the pyramid complex
of the monarch Raneferef (the Old Kingdom). The next two decades of
Czech Egyptology research are portrayed in a mosaic of the photog-
raphy of Martin Frouz, photographer and graphic editor of the Czech
edition of National Geographic, who has worked with Czech Egyptolo-
gists since 2003. Along with the most significant discoveries of Czech
Egyptologists during the past several years, his pictures also capture
the unique atmosphere of archaeological research in Egypt as well as
the many unique faces of this remarkable country
on the Nile.
